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CREATE A MOTIVATING LEARNING ENVIRONMENT!
Grab their attention ¢ Find out what they know ¢ Reward positive behaviors
Where to Start? Play How Random for an informal assessment of strengths and weaknesses.

Connect to a Bible Story Play the Bible Knowledge Category of Quizzle Me too! and ask students
to name the Bible story identified in the Q+A.
